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Town Manager, Matt Livingston reports that the North
Carolina Court System is planning a five year lease on the
former Wallace Drug building. The building would be used
as a training center for court personnel, and would bring
about 50 people into the downtown area on a weekly basis.
Renovations will be made to the
building interior to create an em-
ployee break area and offices.

The former Stone Leaf Café
building will be opening as the
Onyx River Restaurant in late
July or early August. The owners
are planning to serve dinner and Sunday Brunch, and are
considering a lunch menu. The menu choices will include a
broad range of styles and tastes. The location will have
ABC permits. They are currently hiring staff for the restau-
rant, and working on the menu. They have been soliciting
menu suggestions on their Facebook page- so if there is
something you would love to see included, like them, and
let them know what your favorites are!
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Walmart will begin selling fabric and other mer-
chandise like fishing tackle that disappeared a
few years ago as part of the super center remod-
els.

According to Wallace Walmart manager, Jeff
Neal, the changes will begin in July and will be
complete in this location in the next several
months.
