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In 1865, William Booth was invited to holdaf seaegelistic meetings in the
East End of London. He set up a tent in a Quekardyrand his services be-
came an instant success. Thieves, prostitutessgantbdrunkards were arnong
Booth's first converts to Christianity. To dageg® were desperately pcor,
he preached hope and salvation. His aim wageopkatdh Christ and link them
to a church for further spiritual guidance.

Many churches, however, did not accept Boothts fadicause of their past! So
Booth continued giving his new converts spidtial,cchallenging them to save
others like themselves. Soon, they too werageeathinging in the streets as a
living testimony to the power of God.

Booth was reading a printer's proof of the L&¥V8@ont when he noticed the
statement "The Christian Mission is a voluntéeCrassing out the words
"volunteer army," he penned in "Salvation Amthb$e words came the basis
of the foundation deed of The Salvation Army.

From that point, converts became soldiers ah€krése known then, as now,
as Salvationists. They launched an offensibethithedBritish Isles, in some
cases facing real battles as organized gangsamelttattked them. In spite of
violence and persecution, some 250,000 peamevweeted under the ministry

of The Salvation Army between 1881 and 1885.

Meanwhile, the Army was gaining a footholditedh8tates. Lieutenant Eliza
Shirley had left England to join her parents] whgrated to America earlier in
search for work. In 1879, she held the firgt aiddtenSalvation Army in Amer-
ica, in Philadelphia.
